CHDA Architectural Fan Forced Wall Heater 

The heater shall be constructed with a heavy gauge steel housing. The combination return and supply grille assembly shall be constructed of 1.6mm x 9.5mm rounded edge horizontal steel louvres spaced with a maximum opening of 6.4mm and framed with a heavy gauge anodised aluminium extrusion. 

Surface mounting will be facilitated with a surface mounting box also of heavy gauge 1.6 mm steel. All steel is to be finished with a dark brown polyurethane powder coating.

The heating elements shall be heavy duty steel sheathed with large fins for efficient heat transfer. 

The fan shall be of vane axial type driven by a 1300 rpm shaded pole motor delivering 340m3/hr. The motor being permanently lubricated and totally enclosed.

A manual reset over temperature safety cut out shall be fitted. The thermal overload shall remain open until manually reset after turning the heater off for approximately five minutes.

A built in thermostat with temperature range 50C to 270C shall be fitted. Tamperproof operation behind access panel on front of unit.
